This program offers courses in acting/performance (including screen acting and musical 
theatre), filmmaking, design, drama in education, playwriting, directing, stage management and 
theatre production.   
 
 

The Department of Theatre and Film at UWinnipeg is one of the largest and most popular of its kind in the 
country.  Our professors are highly respected, award-winning professionals who are experienced teachers 
and remain active in their disciplines, bringing relevant and up-to-date instruction to our students and 
actively connecting them to the profession. Nearly all of our courses have a strong practical component.  

Our theatre graduates are playwrights, actors, dancers, singers, costume and set designers, lighting 
specialists, directors, stage managers, and theatre technicians with a strong grounding in dramatic literature, 
theatre history, and dramatic theory. 

Our BA in film trains students in narrative filmmaking by combining in-depth technical instruction in all 
aspects from scriptwriting through editing with an examination of the history and theory of film.
